UNIFORM WASHING INSTRUCTIONS:

JACKETS AND BIB PANTS:

a. Always wash whites with whites and darks with darks. Never wash in
hot water.

b. Machine wash and dry on the gentle/knit cylcle, but do not overload.
Launder 4 to 6 pieces at a time.

c. Do not use liquid fabric softener. If your dryer requires a softener,
use only one sheet. (see drying directions below.)

d. If a stain does occur, sponge with wather or treat with an appropriate
product before it has time to set and before laundering. You may use
“Spray and Wash” and other non-chlorine stain removers when
washing. Use only non-chlorine deteregent! Many detergents are
harsh and have a bleaching ingredient that will cause even colorfast
fabric to migrate.

e. Dry for 30 minutes and hang up. Be sure that garments are
completely dry before storing. Do not use a hot dryer setting! A hot
dryer setting will remove the press. Use a cool setting. When dried on
a cool setting, uniforms will require very little touch up. Remove
from the dryer and place on a hanger immediately. Steam pressing
shoulders and collars is required to retain their proper shape and
appearance to renew the heat bonded interfacings. Touch up pressing
on pants may be desired occasionally, or the pants may be
professionally pressed after several washings and drying.

f. Garments or Pieces with VELCRO: Make certain the hook side of
the Velcro is not exposed when laundering uniforms to avoid a
“picking” of the fabric. Hook pieces together so the hook side is not
left exposed.

g. When reassembling, please make sure that the name card is in the
pocket on the front of the garment bag. This has the jacket # and
pants # for that student. Please make sure that the uniform is put
back into the garment bag correctly.
